In studying the events of the Passion Week of Christ,
it is important to realize how days were marked in biblical times.



The Romans keptime using a sundial.
Thechief point of reference was the
midday sun when it was highest in the
sky.

Midnight was designated by counting
backwards 12 hours. That is how
midnight came to mark the start of a
new day.

Modern analog clocks are based on the
12hour sundial. But if they could
measure an entire day, the clock face
might look something like this:

We would see 12 hours of daylight
starting around 6Am, and 12 hours of
nighttime starting around 6pPm.
